These foreign countries have their own laws regarding how corporation are to be 

formed and operate. Affiliated corporations within the SCA follow Corpora but that is the only document 

common to SCA, Inc. and the affiliated corporations. In the United States, individual states are creating new 

laws governing how corporation operate within those states. The SCA, Inc. needs to register as a foreign 

corporation in all states in order to do business legally. Some states have restrictions and/or requirements 

for corporations registered as foreign corporations that the SCA, Inc. cannot satisfy. Setting up a subsidiary 

corporation allows the SCA, Inc. to register and do business in that state without some of the unwieldy 

restrictions and/or requirements.
